1.  Scope.
1.1  Identification.  This Software Version Description (SVD) applies to the Integrated Facilities System (IFS).  This document provides the instructions necessary for the implementation of the official Software Change Package (SCP) A08-15-00.

1.2  System Overview.  The Integrated Facilities System (IFS) is an automated information and evaluation system, which assists the life-cycle management of an installation’s real property resources.  Its modules automate operations in Job Cost Accounting, Real Property Accountability, Cultural Resource, Customer Service, Credit Card, Work Estimating, Contract Management, and Personal Digital Assistant.

1.3  Purpose of the Package.  The purpose of this SCP is to implement changes resulting from technical and functional ECP-S, as described in paragraphs 3.3.1 and 3.3.2 below.

2.  Referenced Documents.  This paragraph has been tailored out.

3.  Version Description.

3.1  Inventory of Materials Released.


a.  The IFS SCP A08-15-00 system software being shipped with this package consists of one Compact Disk (CD).

b.  The CD media shipped to users may be retained and integrated into the recipient’s library.

3.2  Inventory of Software Contents.  Work Estimating, Customer Service, Job Cost Accounting, Real Property, Credit Card, Cultural Resource, Contract Management, End-of-Day, Personal Digital Assistant, and System Management.  (Programs were modified to correct ECP-S shipped with this package.)

(3)  Problem.  The system currently does not capture transactional information on the ROLE_NAME table and the user has no way to monitor database transactional activity and meet the DITSCAP requirement.

(4)  Resolution.  Add the inactive indicator to the validation of the MS Equipment Indicator.

(3)  Problem.  The current Cobol based Work Estimating module is out of date both technically and functionally.  The screens lack GUI features that are commonplace today, and it uses standards that have not been relevant for years.


(4)  Resolution.  Replace the current Work Estimating module with a new system that incorporates GUI screen features and has an interface to support commercial estimating systems.  Calendar, refresh, and spell check features will be made available to both the new Work Estimating module and all other existing functional areas of IFS.

Modify the Pending/Prior Approvals tab on the Work Request screen to include all Approval Request Types, display both Project Approvals and Financial Directions, and allow sort options.

Develop a Navigation List screen to be accessed from a Navigation List button added to the Package, Line Item, Case, Modification, Work Request, Project Approval, Financial Direction, Contractor, Warranty, and Person screens.  This screen will allow the user to choose a record from the navigation window and return to the main screen, querying the selected record.

3.6.3.1  Installation Load Instructions for IFS Server.

a.  The purpose of this enclosure is to give the system administrator (SA) sufficient information to successfully load A08-15-00 and to update the production database as required by A08-15-00.  These instructions (installifsm) may take from 1 to 4 hours to execute for each database.

b.  A CD and documentation are included in this change package, and the CD is identified as follows:

c.  Site Preparation (pre-installation).  The following actions should be taken to set certain conditions required for successful loading of this change package at your site:

(1) THE SERVICE ORDER STANDALONE PROCESS CANNOT BE USED DURING THE EXECUTION OF THE SCP A08-15-00 LOAD INSTRUCTIONS.  Please upload any pending Service Orders from each Service Order Standalone PC prior to installing this change package. Once the load of SCP A08-15-00 is complete, each Service Order Standalone PC should be upgraded to A08-15-00.

(2) The SA should ensure the current baseline, A08-14-02, can be restored by performing the following backups to tape first (reference the Technical Users Guide):

(a) Database/ISAM backup (IFS Backup Menu Option #4).

NOTE:  Perform this for each IFS production database.

(b) Weekly backup, if none has been performed since change package A08-14-02 was installed.

(3) The system must be in multi-user mode during the load of the baseline libraries and the update of the IFS production database(s).  ABSOLUTELY NO OTHER USERS MAY BE LOGGED ON TO THE SYSTEM UNTIL THESE PROCEDURES ARE SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED.

(a) Using the system console, log on as root.

(b) Make sure system is in multi-user mode.

Enter the command:  who  -r                     <CR>

The system is in multi-user mode if the run-level returned is 3.  If not in multi-user mode, bring the system to multi-user mode prior to loading this package.

(c) Log off.

d.  Package Installation (to be executed for each IFS production database excluding supply and training databases).

(4) This step updates the IFS database for the selected Oracle SID.  The SA must log on to the system as ‘sysman’, select the default ulimit, and select the appropriate IFS database.


Enter the command:  installifsm 1500     <CR>


NOTE 1:  If 'installifsm 1500' aborts, contact CAO for assistance.


NOTE 2:  For details on technical changes to the system from this change package, refer to the IFS SCP/ICP web page:  ifs.sdcl.lee.army.mil/IFS/SCPIP/Default.htm.
(5)  This step reinstates cron and initiates the "IFS ORACLE Database Integrity Check" process in the background.  Log on as 'sysman', select the default ulimit, and select the appropriate IFS database.

Any data inconsistencies identified will be reported at the system printer.  Once the "IFS ORACLE Database Integrity Check" process completes, a message will be sent to the console.  Any questions are to be directed to the Fort Lee Functional Assistance Office, DSN 687-2058, commercial (804) 734-2058.

This process was initiated by 'completeit' in Step (2) above.  However, since this process may take several hours to complete (depending on the amount of data), the process may be terminated by an End-Of-Day execution or system shutdown.

THE FOLLOWING STEPS SHOULD ONLY BE PERFORMED IF THE END-OF-DAY PROCESS OR SYSTEM SHUTDOWN SHUTS THE DATABASE DOWN BEFORE THE "IFS ORACLE DATABASE INTEGRITY CHECK" PROCESS COMPLETES:

(a) Logon as sysman.

(b) Select the default ulimit and the appropriate IFS production database.

(c) Enter the following command at the UNIX prompt:

nohup  $SMBIN/chk_integrity  1  >/dev/null  2>&1  &           <CR>

e. TRAINING DATABASE.  UPGRADES TO THE IFS TRAINING, 'f', DATABASE ARE NO LONGER BROADCASTED WITH EACH CHANGE PACKAGE.  If necessary, request a current copy of the training database through the Customer Assistance Office.

3.6.3.2  Installation Load Instructions for Client PC's.

a. The following instructions are for upgrading an IFS Client computer to SCP A08-15-00 and must be performed for each IFS Client PC, to include each Service Order Standalone PC.  Prior to performing these instructions on a given PC, please ensure that the IFS Client PC is at the correct baseline version of A08-14-02.

b. If you wish to install this software on a PC that does not already have IFS Client software installed, please refer to Client Installation Procedures and follow the directions for a new installation.

c. A CD containing SCP A08-15-00 is included with this package.

d. Before starting the upgrade process, ensure you are logged on to the PC as a user having access to install software.  Note the drive where the IFS client is loaded.  To determine the drive on which the IFS client is loaded, search for ifs\exec\genbin\sa_apps.hlp and then note the drive.

e. Load the CD into the CD-ROM drive.  The upgrade can be loaded over the network from a networked CD-ROM drive.  Refer to Windows procedures on creating a shared network drive.

f. Using Windows Explorer, double click on the CD-ROM drive or the networked CD-ROM drive if loading over the network.  Then locate and double click SETUP.EXE.  Click NO at the "Would you like to install Oracle products?" prompt.  Click NEXT after reading Welcome and Information screens.

g. From the "CHOOSE DESTINATION LOCATION" screen, click NEXT if IFS is installed on the C drive.  If NOT, click the BROWSE button and change to the drive location where IFS is loaded, such as D or E.

h. Click NEXT in the "SELECT PROGRAM FOLDER".  The system will display the loading screen as the Client is upgraded to SCP A08-15-00.  The process should take a couple of minutes.  NOTE:  Click YES if the "READ ONLY FILE DETECTED" window is displayed.

i. After the upgrade process is finished, select YES to restart the computer.

j. If the IFS Client PC is a Service Order Standalone PC, the Service Order Standalone database must be upgraded from A08-14-02 to A08-15-00 by executing the following steps from the DOS prompt:

(1) Enter the command:  cd  x:\ifs\exec\so_ip     <CR>  (“x” represents the


IFS install directory)

(2) Update the Service Order Standalone database by entering the command “updsos.cmd”.  The command requires 3 parameters - the IFS install directory, the path where the Service Order Standalone Oracle executable directory resides, and the Oracle Sid of the IFS server database.  Following is an example:


updsos.cmd  c  \oracle\ora815\bin  i     <CR>

(3) Refresh the Service Order Standalone validation data by selecting the Refresh Validation Data option of the Service Order Standalone menu of Customer Service.

k. Installation is now complete.

3.6.4  Special Installation Instructions.

a. Refer to “Section 5 - Load Instructions for IFS/WINEST (Middleware) Interface” in the Technical User’s Guide for WinEst interface setup procedures.

b. Refer to “Section 5 - IFS PDA L&E Application” in the Technical User’s Guide for procedures on installing the PDA device for Labor and Equipment input and transfer to IFS.
