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IFS PDA L & E Overview

· General

· The IFS PDA L & E Application, designed to run on Pocket PC 2003 PDA (Personal Digital Assistant) devices, enables craftsmen to record their Labor and Equipment hours while at the jobsite.  The craftsmen can synchronize the data collected on their PDA devices with the IFS database at the end of the workday eliminating the need for manual L & E data entry.

· Microsoft ActiveSync

· The Microsoft ActiveSync software must be loaded on each desktop computer that will be used to synchronize information with a PDA device.  ActiveSync enables data to be passed from the IFS PDA L & E Application to the desktop computer that is connected to the IFS database server.

· PDA Device Partnerships

· When you set up your device for the first time, you must create a partnership between a desktop computer and a PDA device.  Establishing a partnership between a desktop computer and the PDA device is required for data synchronization or sharing to occur.

· A partnership can be established with the PDA device during the installation of ActiveSync. 

· Multiple partnerships can be established on the desktop computer with multiple PDA devices, but the desktop computer can only synchronize with one PDA device at a time.  

· A PDA device can have a partnership with up to two desktop computers.

· IFS PDA L & E Application

· The IFS PDA L & E Application is dependent upon the Microsoft .NET Framework version 1.1 software being present on the desktop computer.  The .NET Framework will automatically be installed during the IFS PDA L & E installation process if it is not detected.  Once the .NET Framework software has been installed, it will be necessary to restart the IFS PDA L & E installation process.

· The IFS PDA L & E Application may be installed on additional PDA devices with ActiveSync using a compressed version of the application located on the desktop computer.  ActiveSync may also be used to restore the application on a PDA device where the software has been removed or has become non-functional.
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1.  PDA Device Set Up

1.1  Follow all manufacturer instructions for setting up the PDA device, including the instructions for installing and charging the battery.

1.2  Do not connect the PDA device to the desktop computer via the docking cradle before ActiveSync has been installed on the desktop computer.
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2.  Changing the PDA Device Name
2.1  The “Device name” of the PDA device should be changed from its default factory setting to ensure uniqueness among multiple PDA devices.

2.2  Change the PDA device name by clicking Start and Settings.  From the System tab, click on the About icon and then select the Device ID tab.
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3.  Installing Microsoft ActiveSync
3.1  Connect the PDA device to the desktop computer via the docking cradle only when instructed to do so and not before installing Microsoft ActiveSync.

3.2  Install ActiveSync on the desktop computer following the installation instructions.

3.3  The ActiveSync installation process will attempt to establish a partnership between the desktop computer and the PDA device.

3.4  ActiveSync must be installed on each desktop computer that will be used to synchronize information with a PDA device.
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4.  PDA Device New Partnership Procedures

Note:  The New Partnership process is initiated during the installation of ActiveSync.  ActiveSync will also automatically start the New Partnership process when a new PDA device (“new” in that it does not have an established  partnership) is connected to the desktop computer via the docking cradle.  The New Partnership process may be manually started by clicking the File and then Get Connected menu options from the ActiveSync window.
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4.1  Ensure the “Standard partnership” option is selected, then click Next to continue.
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4.2  Ensure “Synchronize with this desktop computer” option is selected and then click Next to continue.
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4.3  A PDA device can have a partnership with up to two desktop computers.  

If the PDA device will be synchronized with only one desktop computer, ensure the option “Yes, I want to synchronize with only this computer.” is selected.  

If the PDA device will be synchronized with more than one desktop computer, ensure the option “No, I want to synchronize with two computers.” is selected so that any existing partnership on the PDA device will not be lost.

Make the appropriate partnership selection and click Next to continue.
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4.4  Select “Files” from the types of information to synchronize.
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4.5  Acknowledge the File Synchronization message by clicking OK.
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4.6  Uncheck all other types of information that will not be synchronized with the PDA device and click Next to continue.
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4.7  Click Finish to acknowledge Setup Complete.
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5.  Verifying ActiveSync Parameters
5.1  The ActiveSync parameters must be set correctly in order for the IFS PDA L & E Application to synchronize with the desktop computer.  Change any parameters that are not correctly set.  From the ActiveSync window, click on Tools and then Options.  Ensure that “Files” is selected for synchronization on the Sync Options tab.
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5.2  Click on the Schedule tab and ensure that the following options are selected.
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5.3  Click on the Rules tab and ensure that the following options are selected.
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5.4  Click OK to save any changes made.
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6.  IFS PDA L & E Installation Procedures
6.1  Install the IFS PDA L & E Application on the desktop computer and PDA device by executing the IFS PDA L & E Setup.  Through Windows Explorer, execute IFSPDASetup.msi located in the directory “x:\ifs\exec\pda” where “x” represents the drive where the IFS application is installed.

6.2  If the desktop computer does not have the Microsoft .NET Framework 1.1 software loaded, the following message will be displayed.  Otherwise proceed to step 6.8 to continue.
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6.3  Click Yes to continue.
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6.4  Click Yes to install the .NET Framework.  The Microsoft .NET Framework 1.1 Setup window will appear.

6.5  Select “I agree” option from the License Agreement window and click Install.  The Installing Components window will be displayed.
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6.6  Click OK, to acknowledge the completion of installing the .NET Framework.  The IFS PDA L & E Setup will terminate.

6.7  Once the Micorosft .NET Framework 1.1 software has been loaded, execute the IFS PDA L & E Setup again.  Through Windows Explorer, execute IFSPDASetup.msi located in the directory “x:\ifs\exec\pda” where “x” represents the drive where the IFS application is installed.
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6.8  The IFS PDA L & E Application will begin to install.  Click Next to continue.
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6.9  Determine the best location to create the “IFS PDA Labor and Equipment” Folder, or accept the default location.

6.10  Select the “Everyone” radio button to install the software so that everyone using the computer can have access to it.

6.11  Click Next to continue.

6.12  Click Next on the Confirm Installation window to continue.  The IFS PDA L & E Application will begin installing on the desktop computer.
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6.13  To install the IFS PDA L & E Application on a PDA device, click Yes or click No to complete the installation process and proceed to step 6.26.
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6.14  Click OK once the PDA device is docked in the cradle.

6.15  Click OK to acknowledge installation of the software on the PDA device.
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6.16  Click Yes to install the “Microsoft .NET Compact Framework” on the PDA device.

6.17  Respond to any prompts that may appear on the PDA device such as prompts about files being overlaid or upgraded and then click OK to acknowledge the message “Please check your mobile device screen to see if additional steps are necessary to complete this installation.”.

6.18  Click OK to acknowledge installation of the software on the PDA device.
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6.19  Click Yes to install “Microsoft SQLCE 2.0” on the PDA device.

6.20  Respond to any prompts that may appear on the PDA device such as prompts about files being overlaid or upgraded and then click OK to acknowledge the message “Please check your mobile device screen to see if additional steps are necessary to complete this installation.”.

6.21  Click OK to acknowledge installation of the software on the PDA device.
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6.22  Click Yes to install the “IFS PDA Labor and Equipment” application on the PDA device.

6.23  Respond to any prompts that may appear on the PDA device such as prompts about files being overlaid or upgraded and then click OK to acknowledge the message “Please check your mobile device screen to see if additional steps are necessary to complete this installation.”.
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6.24  Click OK to acknowledge that all software has been successfully installed on the PDA device.
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6.25  Click Yes to install the IFS PDA L & E Application on another PDA device and follow steps 6.14 through 6.24 or click No to exit the installation process.
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6.26  Click Close to acknowledge Installation Complete.

IFS PDA L & E Installation via ActiveSync (additional PDA device or application re-installation)

NOTE 1:  These procedures may be used either to install the application on an additional PDA device (a new installation) or to restore the application on a PDA device where the software has been removed or has become non-functional.

NOTE 2:  Ensure these steps are done in order.  Selecting and adding all available programs will render undesirable results.

1.  For a new PDA device, follow the PDA Device New Partnership Procedures to establish a partnership between the desktop computer and a new PDA device.

2.  With ActiveSync running on the desktop computer and a partnership established between the PDA device and the desktop computer, click on the Tools menu option from the ActiveSync window and then click on Add/Remove Programs.

3.  Select “Microsoft .NET Compact Framework” from the list of available programs.  Ensure the option “Install program into the default installation folder” is checked and then click OK to install the .NET compact framework software on the PDA device.

4.  Respond to any prompts that may appear on the PDA device such as prompts about files being overlaid or upgraded and then click OK to acknowledge the message “Please check your mobile device screen to see if additional steps are necessary to complete this installation.”.

5.  Click on the Tools menu option from the ActiveSync window and then click on Add/Remove Programs.
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6.  Select “Microsoft SQLCE 2.0” from the list of available programs.  Ensure the option “Install program into the default installation folder” is checked and then click OK to install the SQLCE software on the PDA device.

7.  Respond to any prompts that may appear on the PDA device such as prompts about files being overlaid or upgraded and then click OK to acknowledge the message “Please check your mobile device screen to see if additional steps are necessary to complete this installation.”.

8.  Click on the Tools menu option from the ActiveSync window and then click on Add/Remove Programs.
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9.  Select “IFS PDA Labor and Equipment” from the list of available programs.  Ensure the option “Install program into the default installation folder” is checked and then click OK to install the IFS PDA L & E Application on the PDA device.

10.  Respond to any prompts that may appear on the PDA device such as prompts about files being overlaid or upgraded and then click OK to acknowledge the message “Please check your mobile device screen to see if additional steps are necessary to complete this installation.”.

11.  The PDA device is now ready for use.  The ActiveSync window can be minimized and validation data can be downloaded to the PDA device from the IFS PDA Selection screen.
