            Installing the Patch Set for Solaris 7 

1. Click on the “Sol7patchset.zip” link and when prompted click the save button. Download the patch set to the area on your desktop that has enough space to hold the zip file. Once the file has been downloaded, click on the close button. 

2.  Next ftp the zip file from your PC to the IFS server. Go to command prompt:

3. Once the patch set is uploaded, then telnet to the ifs server and logon with a regular user login, then:

 su – sysman

4. Change to the /tmp directory. 

cd /tmp

5. Unzip the patch set

unzip Sol7patchset.zip

6. Once the patch set is unzipped, then change to the                    7_x86_Recommended directory and run install cluster. (Users may still be logged on at this time.)

                            cd /tmp/7_x86_Recommended

                          ./install_cluster 2>&1 | tee /tmp2/patch.log

7. The system will install all the patches. If you see return codes 2 or 8, please ignore.

8. Once the patch set is loaded, please refer to the “Disable System Services Procedures” under the DITSCAP section in the IFS On-Line Help to verify previous implementations and make changes where appropriate. For example, patch installation will change the ftp, telnet entries in the /etc/inetd.conf file or in the /etc/services file. Also check the /etc/rc2.d and /etc/rc3.d directories. Some of the files that were renamed have been re-installed by the patch installation.

9. Once installed, then reboot the system.
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
